Tools and tips for teaching with LexisLibrary
Tom Laidlaw (LexisNexis)
1. Simple searching

Use the ‘Quickfind box’ on the Home page to find cases, legislation and journal articles. LexisLibrary uses ‘word-wheels’ for cases, legislation and a form or precedent to speed up the search just like Google. Search over 500,000 case reports and legislation going back to 1267.
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If you want to find out if you have a publication in your subscription, just type the name into the ‘Find a source’ box – particularly useful for international law publications.
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2. Supporting directed learning

LexisLibrary has a tool integrated into the main research service called ‘Copy URL’. This tool in the ‘download options’ of a results list allows you to create a permanent link to a case report, piece of legislation or journal article. This link can then be inserted into your VLE so students can always read the information you want them to read.
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 an option box opens that allows you to choose a link to the Act or case as it appears in LexisLibrary or a pdf of the document as it would appear on the printed page. Follow the on-screen instructions.
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Once you have copied your link, open your Word document and paste in the link into the Address box using Crtl + V as you would any other hypertext link.
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3. Making use of Refworks
Refworks is bibliographic software that allows you and your students to download citation information from a journal article or case report from LexisLibrary directly into an article or essay via the Refworks tool. 
Once you have found the article you wish to cite, look for the blue ‘book’ icon in the delivery options:
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When you click on the icon an option box opens which allows you to export the citation information to Refworks. Follow the on-screen instructions:

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4. Tracking changes to legislation and case law

LexisLibrary has brought together the information contained in Halsbury’s ‘Is it in Force’ and Halsbury’s Statutes Citator and delivered it through an option within legislation results called ‘Status Snapshot’. 
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A simple table tells you the commencement information for every section of an Act as well as any and all amending legislation. Easy-to-read symbols also tell you whether the Act or individual section is still in force. All information in the table is linked so you can go straight to the commencement or amending legislation.

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You can also track the progress of Bills through both Houses of Parliament by searching ‘Bill Tracker’. Go to the ‘Current Awareness’ tab and choose ‘Bill Tracker’ from the drop down menu, then add some search terms.
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Casesearch in LexisLibrary delivers citation information for over 200,000 cases. East-to-read symbols tell you whether the case has been overruled or is still ‘good law’. To get to the Casesearch citation document, run a search as suggested at the top of this document. In your results list, look out for the ‘Casesearch’ source and click on the case name.
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The Casesearch document provides you with a complete list of citations for the case and links to the various reports available in the LexisLibrary database. It also tells you the case history – all of the cases referring to the case and all of the cases considered by that case that are mentioned in the judgment and a digest and catchwords written by a member of the All England court reporting team.
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You can also track the progress of appeals using the Appeal Tracker function in Casesearch. Look out for the Appeal Tracker button in a Casesearch result. This information tells you were the case has reached in the appeals process and LexisLibrary tracks the appeals of all ‘starred’ cases from the All England Reporter. Starred cases (indicated with the symbol * before the case name) indicate that a case will be considered for inclusion in the All England Law Reports and/or one of our Specialist Reports series.

‘The claimant was a well-known airline, as was the defendant. Between 2000 and 2003, the claimant developed what became known as its upper class suite (UCS) seat for use in the first class and business class cabins
ofits long-haul aircraft. It was  seat that converted into a flat bed. The UCS was manufactured for the claimant by Premium Aircraft Interiors UK Ltd, trading as 'Contour'. The claimant sought to protect the design of
the seat, of 'seating systems' comprising 3 plurality of seats, and of aircraft cabins comprising such seating systems by means of a patent and a number of related European patents, and patent applications. In July
2000, the claimant commenced proceedings against Contour (the Contour action) alleging that Contour had infringed both the patent and the nregistered design rights in the design of various aspects of the UCS by
designing a seat called the Solar Eclipse, which Contour was manufacturing for a number of airlines, including the defendant. The claims were tried by the High Court and that judgment was later appealed to the Court
of Appeal, which held that the patent was valid and had been infringed by Contour. In 2008, the claimant commenced the instant action against the defendant, alleging that the defendant was jointly lisble with Contour
for Contour's acts of patent and design right infringement. The defendant applied for summary judgment.

The issues were, inter alia, whether the case was suitable to be dealt with by means of summary judgment. In relation to that issue, the claimant submitted that summary judgment was rarely appropriste in patent
cases. The defendant submitted, inter alia, that the instant case was exceptional as the same patent and the same allegedly infringing seat unit had already been the subject of a trial and an appeal to the Court of
Appeal. Both judgments had recorded that there was no substantial disagreement as to sither the skilled team or the common general knowledge, and had st out the relevant matters. It followed that the court was in
2 position o 3dopt the mantle of the skilled team. Further, there were already findings of fact in regard to the construction of the Solar Eclipse. In those circumstances, the defendant submitted that the court was in a
better position to construe the claims of the patent than the court would normally be 3t 2 trial. Another issue was whether claim 1 of the patent, as amended, on its true construction, was limited to a passenger seating
System assembled and arranged on an aircraft in the UK or whether it extended to a plurality of seat units which were adapted to be assembled and arranged on an aircraft outside the United Kingdom. In relation to
that issue the defendant submitted that Contour had never sssembled and arranged a pluralty of Solar Eclipse seats into a seating system on an aircraft in the UK. The seats had only been assembled and arranged
into seating systems on aircraft outside the UK. A third issue was whether on the correct construction of Claim 1, the defendant had infringed the patent under s 80(1)(a) of the Act and or art 25 of the Convention for
the European Patent for the common market (CPC) by dealing in kit parts. Section 60(1)(a) of the Patents Act 1877 (the Act) provided, so far as was relevant, that patent was infringed by 3 party if he made, disposed
o, offered to dispose o, used or imported the product or kept it whether for disposal or otherwise in the UK without the consent of the proprietor of the patent.

The application would be allowed.

(1) The court was in a position to construs the claims of the patent for the reasons given by the defendant. To that extent, the instant case was one which, unusually, was suitable for summary determination (see [37]-
[42] of the judgment).

(2) In the instant case, on the evidence, claim 1 was limited o 3 plurality of seat units assembled and arranged on an sircraft in the manner required by the claim. It did not extend to a plurality of seat units which
were merely capable of being so assembled and arranged (se [84] of the judgment).

(3) A claim to a product consisting of a number of parts was not infringed pursuant to s 50(1)(a) of the Act or art 25(a) of the CPC by the manufacture, disposal, offer for disposal or keeping within the relevant territory.

5. Setting up alerts
As teachers and researchers you are always trying to keep abreast of changes to the law to ensure teaching materials and research output is accurate. There are a number of ways to keep up to date using LexisLibrary.
a. RSS Feeds
The simplest way to be alerted to changes is to subscribe to RSS feeds on LexisLibrary. Look out for the RSS icon [image: image17.png]indows Internet Explorer
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. It can be found next to the All England Reporter link in the Cases search screen or on the various Practice Area pages.
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b. Alerts via ‘My Research’

Click on the ‘My Research’ tab and you will be taken to a set up screen where you can create your own focussed alerts using an ‘’Update Wizard’. 
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Using the wizard you can set up LexisLibrary to regularly search different current awareness publications e.g. UK Journals Index for specific legal concepts. You can set the frequency of the search and also where the results are delivered to e.g. your personal email in-box.
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6. Making Mooting research easier

Students are often set problems that contain legal concepts that they are unfamiliar with, but which are identified in the moot problem. Possibly the simplest way to look for information on a legal concept is to search using ‘Find a legal term’ in Quickfind on the Home page.
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Searching using a legal term will send the student to an index page that sets out the correct legal definition and provides links to key cases, legislation and supporting narrative texts that will lead the student deeper into the subject. Definitions come from ‘Words and Phrases Legally Defined’.

Depending on the type of threat, its cogency, against whom it is directed and subject to certain excluded offences and persons, duress
by threats can be pleaded as an excuse for committing an offence and consequently afford a defence unless it is disproved by the
prosecution.

As a general rule, it is an excuse for committing an offence, and consequently a defence, where the defendant was impelled to commit
the offence as a result of a threat of imminent danger of personal injury, directed to the him personally or to a member of his family or to
somebody for whose safety he reasonably regarded himself as responsible, provided that the defendant had good cause to believe the
threat, he had no reasonable opportunity to escape the threat, he gentinely believed it and that a sober person of reasonable firmness,
sharing the same characteristics of the defendant (but possibly excepting particular suggestibility or vulnerability, though this may
depend on its cause), would have yielded to the threat.

Duress by threats cannot be relied upon if the defendant voluntarily by association with others exposed himself to the risk of such duress
by joining  criminal organisation or gang.

Doubts have been expressed as to whether the defence of duress by threats is available on a charge of murder or treason.

O 1002 In the second appeal, the appellants Burke and Clarkson were tried on a charge of murder of a man killed by Burke. Burke's defence was that

he had agreed to shoot the victim because of fear that Clarkson would kill him if he did not do so but that the gun went off accidentally. The
O# 1081 judge directed the jury that Burke, as the actual kiler, could not rely on duress as a defence to the charge of murder but he left the issue of
duress to the jury on the issue whether Burke's act was unintentional so that the offence committed amounted to manslaughter.
